GETTING TO THE PARK 
To attend the festival you need a ticket to enter, transportation 
to get here, and an on-site or shuttle parking pass. There will 
not be a drop-off area at the festival. The festival is located in a 
remote area, so ride-shares are not readily available and carpools 
are encouraged. Guests are encouraged to plan transportation 
accordingly. and get your Parking Pass now!

FESTIVAL BOX OFFICE
The Festival Box Office is located at Nichols Park (12140 Laurel 
Road, Henryetta, OK 74437). Box Office hours are 10 AM – 9:15 PM, 
and gates open at 11 AM.

ENTERING THE FESTIVAL
Make sure to familiarize yourself with our list of Allowed & 
Prohibited items ahead of time. ALL bags will be searched before 
entry. For fast entry, arrive before 12pm and make sure to adhere 
to our Bag Policy:

• Bags will be restricted to 
CLEAR small purses, totes 
and drawstring bags only.

• Backpacks and bags 
with multiple pockets are 
prohibited. 

• Small clutch purses and fanny 
packs 4.5” x 5.5” or smaller 
do not need to be clear, but 
can have no more than one 
pocket. All other bags must 
be fully CLEAR and made up 
of clear plastic, vinyl, or pvc, 
and be no larger than 12” x 
12” x 6” ONLY.  

• Hydration packs are allowed 
and do not need to be clear, but must be emptied of all liquid 
and have no more than two pockets in addition to the one 
holding the water reservoir.
